Course Description: Psychology is the scientific study of behavior and mental processes. Students will explore diverse perspectives and theories about human behaviors and emotions while developing an understanding of their own individual differences and similarities. Emphasis will be on the scientific method and other research strategies.  AP Psychology pursues these concepts in a manner comparable to an entry-level college course and prepares students for the AP Exam to be given May 12, 2020. 
Course Requirements: Students will earn credit in this class through active participation, homework assignments, in class assignments, tests, projects, and keeping a notebook with notes and class work.  

Classroom Rules: All public school courses are designed to assist students in becoming successful in the workforce. Thus any behaviors that would have a negative impact on future employment may have a negative impact on the student’s grades, this includes tardiness, absence, defiance, apathy, violation of any classroom rules, school or district policy, and any criminal activity.
